____Roads of Sub-Saharan Africa____

Lack of adequate infrastructure in sub-Saharan Africa is the primary problem of distribution of food. As statistics show, over half of the rural roads in Sub-Saharan Africa are in a very poor condition and repairs are needed immediately. As a response to this problem, the solution will be primarily focused on improving existing major corridors and constructing roads in places where basic infrastructure is desperately demanded.
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Rural Africa has only 34% road access - lands covered by roads - as compared to 90% in the rest of the world. In addition, the state of the infrastructure that does exist is generally very poor with many governments unwilling to spend the amount of money required to keep roads in basic repair. This compounds the high poverty levels and low food security levels in Sub-Saharan Africa by impairing distribution of food aid, farmer connections to market, information exchange, and trade.
